What is offered: Facilitator training will be offered via the ClimateSmart website and facilitators will be given Low Carbon Diet kits, which contain a CD containing Low Carbon Diet training resources, workbooks and other ClimateSmart material.

Groups will also be eligible to apply for grants between $2,000 and $10,000 (GST exclusive) to introduce the Low Carbon Diet into their communities.

The Low Carbon Diet Community Funding Program is a two-year grants program open to not-for-profit incorporated community organisations and local councils throughout Queensland. Applicants are invited to indicate the level of funding they are seeking.

Objective: The Low Carbon Diet Community Funding Program is designed to help Queensland organisations implement the Low Caron Diet, which will result in:

· an increase in knowledge of how to make energy savings at home  

· a reduction in household greenhouse gas emissions  

· increased public awareness of climate change and ways we can adapt  

· delivery of a state-wide program that provides long-term behaviour change, ensuring that our lifestyle survives in a changing climate.  

Overview: Climate change is the single biggest environmental threat facing the world today. In Queensland, climate change is expected to have many impacts, including warmer temperatures, rising sea levels, changes in rainfall patterns and more intense storms and tropical cyclones.

Many of the everyday actions we undertake are contributing to the global climate change problem, and the greenhouse gas emissions from the average Queensland lifestyle are amongst the highest in the world.

We all have a part to play in addressing climate change and in taking individual responsibility for reducing our carbon footprints.

The Queensland Government’s goal is to get as many Queenslanders as possible to examine their day-to-day lifestyles and find ways to reduce their greenhouse gas emissions in the home.

To help Queenslanders do this the government is offering interested groups the Low Carbon Diet program, which provides information and resources to help Queenslanders to reduce their greenhouse gas emissions and contribute to the global climate change solution.

The goal is to have at least 500 000 Queenslanders take action to reduce their carbon emissions by 2010.

Who can apply (eligibility): An organisation wishing to apply for a Low Carbon Diet Community Funding grant must:

· operate in Queensland 

· operate on a not-for-profit basis 

· be a local council, tertiary institution or incorporated community organisation (or if not incorporated, be auspiced by an incorporated organisation). 
Eligible activities and project costs
Grants of between $2,000 and $10,000 (GST exclusive) will be available to contribute to implementation costs for the Low Carbon Diet.  Grants can support:

· awareness raising activities  

· promotional material  

· community forums or workshops  

· reward incentives for reduction targets and/or participation  

· development of additional resource material.  

Applicants are invited to indicate the level of funding they are seeking.

Limitations: 

Ineligible activities and project costs
· administrative costs or overheads of the applicant/auspicing organisation;  

· costs that subsidise the routine operations of the applicant/auspicing organisation;  

· hire of the organisation’s own facilities  

· working capital, debt finance or service financing arrangements  

· the purchase of capital equipment  

· overseas travel costs  

· capital works, including the purchase of or costs of repair, extension or renovation to buildings  

· retrospective activities or activities initiated prior to the project’s approval date  

· projects that can more appropriately be funded through other local, state and federal government assistance programs  

· projects and events which are run primarily for commercial purposes or events designed primarily for the purpose of fundraising  

· projects with limited community benefit, for example those that primarily benefit an individual.
