Access 
Regular flights are available from major Australian capital cities to Peppers Palm Bay on Long Island via 
Hamilton Island or Proserpine. Fly into the Great Barrier Reef Airport (Hamilton Island) and transfer by 
helicopter or seaplane direct to Peppers Palm Bay. Or take the Fantasea Ferry to Shute Harbour (approx. 40 
minutes) then transfer to Peppers via the property’s own luxury vessel, Jetstream, which operates five times a 
day. 
 
Alternatively, fly into the Whitsunday Coast Airport (Proserpine) and transfer by helicopter or seaplane direct to 
Peppers Palm Bay. Or take a bus, taxi, or luxury limousine to Shute Harbour then transfer to Peppers via the 
Jetstream.
